professional football player
visited a grade school during their annual
career day. When he introduced himself, he
mentioned the near-by team he played for
and the kids exploded in excitement. He was
clearly pleased at their response and began
to answer their questions. However, the only
questions they asked had to do with the
star quarterback—questions like, “Do you
really know him?” and “Have you ever talked
to him?” Later, he observed that there was
nothing like a group of seven-year-olds to

teach a celebrity a bit of humility.

In the parable of the Pharisee and the tax
collector, Jesus illustrates the difference
between humility and arrogance. The
Pharisee goes on stage to present himself
as a holy man, seeking the approval and

admiration of others. But the tax collector
