Brothers & Sisters in Christ: 
 
This month of November, we 
celebrate the month of souls. We 
use November 2nd to mark this 

day, to pray for all who have died. It is a sober 
and pastoral reminder to all of us, following the 
feast of All Saints, that there are some souls in 
Purgatory being purified before they arrive at 
their final resting place in heaven. We all want 
to go to heaven, but the truth is that some of us 
may need a little more work after we die before 
we can get there. It is another facet of God’s 
mercy that He allows us, even after we die, to 
prepare in one more place to be with Him 
forever.  

In truth we do not know much about Purgatory, 
aside from personal revelations from saints that 
have been preserved in literature. St. Catherine 
of Genoa immediately comes to mind. We can 
absolutely say this, however, it exists, souls go 
there, and our prayers help them to get out. We 
generally believe however, that Purgatory is a 
condition and not a place.  

This is also part of our tradition, to pray for one 
another now as we live together and also after 
we die. Our tradition in the church is to 
remember that we are a people of this life and 
of eternal life. This great tradition of 
remembering the dead has its roots in the 
ancient practice of the early Christians, who 
regularly prayed for the dead and even among 
the dead as they sometimes celebrated Mass 
in the catacombs, the earliest cemeteries that 
often contained the bodies of martyrs who gave 
their lives in witness to the faith. 	
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If you have a copy of the Catechism of the 
Catholic Faith that was most recently published 
you can see a photograph of a drawing from 
part of the ceiling of a chapel in the catacombs 
of Saint Cecilia. In it is depicted what is 
believed to be the oldest drawing of a 
devotional painting of Mary. To get to the spot 
it is located, one must walk through a long 
corridor of empty tombs, reminders of the lives 
of early Christians who were interred there. It is 
a great lesson in remembering that we are a 
people who remember 

We remember that Jesus died for us to remove 
the fear of death from us; we remember that 
many people just like us, now called saints, 
professed the same faith we do, and we 
remember that our beloved dead are in the 
hands of a loving God,  and all those who have 
gone before us marked with the sign of faith. 
(From the 1st Eucharistic Prayer). I hope that 
you will take time to write in the book of the 
Names of the Dead, so that we might pray for 
them throughout the month. For those who 
have recently lost a loved one, we pledge our 
prayers for you and for your beloved dead. May 
their souls and the souls of all the deceased, 
through the mercy of God, rest in peace.
