In one of his books, “He Leadeth Me,”
he writes, “There is a tremendous truth
contained in the realization that when God
became man, He became a working man—
not a king nor chieftain, not a warrior or
statesmen, nor a great leader of nations.” We
celebrate Christ the King, not as a political
figure or world leader, but as the King of
the Cross where the work of salvation takes

place. It is a work of love.

Subjects follow their king into battle. We
follow Christ into battle with sin and with
death. First, He shows us how to live in love
as God intends as He teaches, preaches, heals
and forgives. Then, through His death, He
destroys the power of sin and evil over us and
asks us to pick up the cross and follow Him.
